Task: 

Your job is to research one of the following industrial environmental accidents:
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Bhopal – India (Union Carbide) 
Chernobyl – Ukraine, Former Soviet Union
Exxon – Valdez: Alaska USA
Aral Sea – Russia or Former Soviet Union
Love Canal – Upstate New York 
Three Mile Island – USA

Product: 
One poster that should be:

· Decorated with original art or lettering;

· Colorful, eye-catching and good-looking. (Not just internet pictures printed off and pasted!);

· All original and your own words text. Any “cut and paste plagiarism” will result in a mark of zero;

The poster must include:

· A List of sources.
· Five typed paragraphs (see below)

· Five pieces of art (at least one original ) 
Process: 

1. Research your topic to find sources.
a. Find, at least, one book 
b. Find, at least, one news resource (may be a reputable internet source)

c. Find, at least, one internet resource.

a. One paragraph describing the basic facts of the tragedy. 

b. One paragraph describing the immediate ill effects of the tragedy on people, animals, or environment.

c. One paragraph on the legacy and the lasting effects of the disaster.
d. One paragraph on who deserves the blame for this tragedy.

e. One paragraph on your take on this tragedy. What do you think of what happened. What do you suggest are solutions to this problem?

3.  Write a list showing all of the sources you have used. 

4. Glue all paragraphs onto the Bristol board. Include pictures and art. Use original art and make the poster interesting. Ugliness will guarantee a poor mark so make the poster pretty!!
